 Jesus’ words to St. Faustina should fill us 
with hope and trust in divine mercy: 

“Tell souls that it is in the tribunal of mercy 
that they must seek consolation; there the great-
est miracles take place and are repeated inces-
santly. To obtain this 
miracle, it is not 
necessary to make a 
distant pilgrimage or 
celebrate some ex-
ternal rites, but it is 
enough to approach 
the feet of My repre-
sentative with faith 
and confess to Him 
one’s misery, and 
the miracle of God’s 
mercy will manifest 
itself in all its full-
ness. Even if a soul 
were like a corpse decomposing so that from 
the human point of view there was no hope of 
restoration and all was already lost, it is not so 
with God. The miracle of Divine Mercy re-
stores that soul in all its fullness. O unfortunate 
ones who do not enjoy this miracle of Divine 
Mercy! They will ask for it in vain when it is 
too late”                                         (Diary 1448).

Para 
obtener este milagro 
no hay que hacer una 
peregrinación lejana 
ni celebrar algunos 
ritos exteriores, sino 
que basta acercarse 
con fe a los pies de 
Mi representante y 
confesarle con fe su 
miseria y el milagro 
de la Misericordia de 
Dios se manifestará 

en toda su plenitud. Aunque un alma fuera como un 
cadáver descomponiéndose de tal manera que desde 
el punto de vista humano no existiera esperanza al-
guna de restauración y todo estuviese ya perdido. 
No es así para Dios. El milagro de la Divina Miseri-
cordia restaura a esa alma en toda su plenitud. Oh 
infelices que no disfrutan de este milagro de la 
Divina Misericordia; lo pedirán en vano cuando sea 
demasiado tarde”                             (Diario 1448).
